Jubilee Court
Hazell Hill, Bracknell, Berkshire RG12 9QR
Jubilee Court is a large, four-storey block of flats located
close to the railway, bus routes and main shopping centre at
the heart of Bracknell. There are over 100 flats in all, with
the 48 retirement rented flats in their own separate wing. The
scheme is set in mature landscaped gardens.

The scheme has a full-time scheme manager who provides a
regular social programme. A chiropodist visits once a month
and the scheme is served by a milkman. A service is held in
the scheme chapel once a month.

Local facilities include Bracknell shopping centre, which is 10
minutes’ walk along a pedestrian walkway and includes a
post office and pharmacy. Two GP surgeries, a church, a
library and a cinema are also close by.

We welcome residents from all sections of the community.
