The Chestnuts is a new scheme in the centre of Woodley, which
opened in 2004. It has a secluded rear garden with mature
trees.

The scheme has a resident manager and an active social
programme. There is a weekly prescription service and a 
six-weekly chiropodist’s clinic. A milkman delivers to the
scheme. A number of residents attend Woodley Day Centre
several times a week and transport is arranged for them. A
church service and Holy Communion are held once a month.

Woodley shopping precinct includes two supermarkets, a
post office, two pharmacies, a bakery and two takeaways.
There are bus stops just outside the scheme, with a regular
service to central Reading and the rail station.

We welcome residents from all sections of the community.
