Out of hours,
residents have access to a community alarm
call system.

to offer our residents.

Alongside the flats, schemes usually provide
some shared facilities. For details see the front
of this leaflet.

Southern Housing Group Limited provides self-
contained flats in 24 sheltered housing schemes
in south east England for almost 1,500 people
aged 60 or over.

To apply for a place, older people will normally
need to put their names down on their council’s
housing register. However there are open waiting
lists at some of our schemes. To find out more,
call the Group’s Service Centre (see below).

At sheltered housing schemes, residents sign
up to an assured tenancy agreement and work
with us to draw up a plan of the support they
will receive. The cost of this support may be
met by funding from the council’s Supporting
People budget for eligible residents.
