South Wight Housing Association provides self-
contained flats in 10 sheltered housing schemes
on the Isle of Wight for more than 300 people
aged 60 or over.

To apply for a place, older people will need to
put their names down on the Isle of Wight
Council housing register.

At sheltered housing schemes, residents sign up
to an assured tenancy agreement and work with
us to draw up a plan of the support they will
receive. The cost of this support may be met by
funding from the Council’s Supporting People
budget for eligible residents.
