Solent View has three floors. The ground floor has two
bedrooms, a communal kitchen and lounge, a laundry room,
bath and toilet facilities.The first floor has three bedrooms, a
toilet and galley kitchen. The second floor has three bedrooms
with a shower and toilet.

The scheme is managed by a staff team who provide on-site
support seven days a week, but no sleep-in service. Reduced
cover is provided at weekends. The scheme is linked to the
Wightcare out-of-hours emergency service, who will contact
our on-call officer if necessary.

To be offered a place, someone must be
referred to the scheme by one of our partner
agencies, such as social services, before being
assessed.

Residents sign up to an occupancy agreement
and work with our staff to draw up a plan of

the support they will receive while living at the

scheme. The cost of this support is met by
funding from the council’s Supporting People
budget.
